[client]  presented with a Spoken Language Quotient standard score of 72-- 1+ standard deviation below a mean of 100 (average range being 90-110).  [client] exhibited strengths in the areas of grammatic understanding, grammatic completion and word discrimination.  Weakness were noted in composite areas of linguistic organization, speaking and semantic relations.  [client] this date exhibits moderate-mild expressive/receptive vocabulary/language deficits.
Voice/Fluency:  [client]’s voice and fluency was informally assessed throughout the evaluation process.  Voice and fluency were judged to be within normal limits for her age, size and gender.
Oral Motor and Hearing: Oral motor strength/agility were within normal limits this date as was hearing acuity.
Reading: The Woodcock Reading Mastery Test-Revised (WRMT-R) is a broad measure of reading ability useful in comparing a person’s overall reading ability with other individuals in the same grade or at the same age.  The total reading cluster is a combination of the four reading achievement test of the WRMT-R battery: Word Identification, Word attack, Word Comprehension, and Passage Comprehension. This test was administered to [client] which revealed a standard score of 91 (average ranging between 90-110) which equals a percentile rank of 28.  Her age equivalent is 7 years and her grade equivalent is 1.4  [client] is functioning this date in the average range.
Recommendations:

1) Language therapy for Fall of 2004 at AAMU’s Speech and Hearing Clinic to address aforementioned communicative deficits.
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
