Applications for the 2021-2022 academic year will open at 10:00 am on December 13, 2021, and 

close on January 7, 2022, at 11:59 pm (CST), for First-Year Students. Please note; space is limited 

during the Spring semester. For new students to apply for housing, you must meet the following 

criteria. 
 

• You must be accepted to Alabama A&M University before applying for housing. 

• You need a 2020-2021 FAFSA on file with Financial Aid before applying for housing. 

• You need to pay the Enrollment Fee of $115 before applying for housing. 

• A $350 housing fee is required to complete the application process. The fees include $100 

nonrefundable application fee, and $250 refundable deposit.  

• Go to myAAMU, click on the Single Sign-On (SSO) Account Log-In. Look for the Student tab and click 

the link. Under the Student tab look for the Housing Application link, click on it and Apply. 
 

To assist with setting up your new room, we have compiled a list of suggested items to bring with you to 

the Residence Hall. For a complete list, please refer to the Guide to Campus Living. “Living the Bulldog 

Life” is about being comfortable in your new space away from home, and embarking upon new 

endeavors.
