For new students to
apply for housing, they must meet the following criteria.

You must be accepted to Alabama A&M University before applying for housing.

You need a 2022-2023 FAFSA on file with Financial Aid before applying for housing.

You need to pay the Enrollment Fee of $115 before applying for housing.

A $350 housing fee is required to complete the application process. The fees include a

$100 nonrefundable application fee and a $250 refundable deposit.

o Goto myAAMU, and click on the Single Sign-On (SSO) Account Log-In. Look for the Student tab and
click the link. Under the Student tab look for the Housing Application link, click on it, and Apply.
